The City of Oakland is committed to becoming a model sustainable city. Reducing our greenhouse
gas (GHG) emissions is integral to this vision. Bike to Work Day is part of Oakland’s strategy to
promote cycling to reduce emissions, while also providing affordable transportation and
improving public health. Since up to 70% of emissions from a 10-mile trip occur within the first
mile, bicycling for short trips is an effective tool to combat global warming. In the Bay Area, 43%
of trips are two miles or less. For longer trips, bicycles can be successfully combined with transit.
According to Oakland’s Bicycle Master Plan, 85% of Oakland residents live within two miles of a
major transit station.
